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THE ROLE OF GRATITUDE AND FORGIVENESS
IN RETIREMENT ADJUSTMENT

Abstract: Retirement marks the transition to a different lifestyle than that the person
experienced before retirement and is conventionally associated with aging. It has been
suggested that a series of socio-psychological factors can affect retirement adjustment and
satisfaction. However, despite positive psychology movement’s flourishing, the association
between retirement adjustment and positive traits has hardly been investigated. The present
study aimed to examine the relationships among retirement adjustment, gratitude, and
forgiveness. The two positive traits have been found to promote subjective wellbeing and
mental health in older adults. Hence it was expected that they would also facilitate retirement
adjustment. The sample consisted of 131 (72 men) retirees, aged 65 to 87 years old, who
were administered self-report scales. Following analyses showed that gratitude was positively
related to retirement satisfaction while time as facilitator of cognitive acceptance of negative
situations (as a dimension of forgiveness) was negatively associated with adjustment to life
after retirement.
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
