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THE “HOMOPHOBIA SCALE” IN GREEK DANCING
CONTEXT: PSYCHOMETRIC PROPERTIES
AND GENDER AND TYPE OF DANCE EFFECTS

Abstract: The aim of this work was the adaptation of the “Homophobia Scale” in the Greek
dance context. The psychometric properties of the scale and the effects of gender and type of
dance as differential factors of homophobia were tested. The study comprised 167 male and
female dancers of Greek traditional dance, classical dance and Latin dances. The internal
consistency of the scale and subscales was high. Confirmatory factor analysis confirmed the
proposed structure. It was also found that men were more homophobic than women, while
traditional dance dancers were more homophobic than those of Latin dances and classical
dance.
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
